An adviser to the Solidarity trade union in 1980 and 1981 , he was part of the Solidarity team during the 

Round Table negotiations of 1989 between the opposition and the government. He is the author of many essays, articles and books, including two collected 

volumes Letters .from Prison and Other Essays and Letters .from Freedom.
