Founded in 1872, the School of Music combines the intimacy and intensity of conservatory 
training with a broadly- [lased, traditionallibera l_arts education at the undergraduate level -
and intense coursework at the graduate level. The· school offers degrees in performance, 
conducting, composition and theory, musicology, music education, coJial:iorative piano, historical 
performance, as well as a certificate program in its Ope·ra lnstitu1e, and artist and performance 
·diplomas. 

Fou-nded in 1839,· Boston University is an internationally recognized private research unive~s ity 
with more than 32,000 students participating in undergraduate, graduate, and professional 
programs. BU consists of 17 colleges and schools along with a number of multidi?ciplinary 
centers and institutes which are central to the school's research and teaching mission. 

The Boston University College of Fine Arts was created in 1954 to bring together the School of 
Music, the School of Theatre, and the School of Visual Arts. The University's vision was to create 
a community of artists in a conservatory-style school offering professional training in the arts 
to both undergraduate and graduate students, complemented by a liberal arts curriculum for 
undergraduate students. Since tho&e early days, education at the College of Fine Arts has begun 
on the BU catnpu·s and extendeq into the city of Boston, a rich center of cultural, artistic, and 
intellectual activity.

Rodney Lister received his early musical 'training at the Blair School of Music in 
Nashville, Tennessee. He was a student at the New England Conservatory of Music · 
(Bachelor of Music degree, .with honors) and at,Brandeis u··niversity (Master of 
Fine Arts and Ph. D. degrees) from 1975 to 1977. In between his stay at those two 

. institutions, he lived in England, where he studied privately with Sir Peter Ma~well 
Di:ivies. He subsequently was a member of Davies's composition seminar at the 
Dartington Hall Summer 5chool of Music. He was a Bernstein fellow at the Berkshi~e · 
Music Center at Tanglewood . His composition teachers, aside from Davies, have been 
Malcolm Peyton, Donald Martino, Harold Shapero, Arthur Berger, and Virgil Thomson. 
He has also .studied piano with Enid Katahn, David Hagan, Robert Helps, and Patrj_cia 
Zande~ • 

IV ister was co-founder and to-director of Music Here & Now, a concert series of 
r.. ' usic by Boston area composers at the Boston Museu~ of Fine Arts (1971-1973), 
and from 1976 untill982 was music coordinator of Dinosaur Annex Music Ensemble. 
He was a founding member of the Music Pr!Jduction Company in 1982. Rodney Lister 
has received commissions, grants, and fellowships from the Berkshire Music Center, 
the Fromm· Foundation at Harvard, the Koussevitzky Music Foundation at the Library 
of Congress, the Fires of London, the Poets' 'Theatre, the Virgil Thomson Foundat.ion, 
the ~reparator-y School of the New England Conservatory, Dinosaur Annex Music 
Ensemble;the MacDowell Colony, and the Virginia Center for the Creative Arts, 
among others. His works have been performed at Tanglewood, the Library of Congress, 
the' Edinburgh Festival Fringe, and in New York and London, among other places, by 
performers including Joel Smirnoff, Tammy Grimes, Pt<Jyllis Curtin, Jane Manning, 
Mary Thomas, Michael. Finnissy,-Kathleen Supove, Jane Struss, Boston Cecelia, the 
Blair Quartet, and the Fires of London. As a pianist, he has been involved in premieres, 
first US performances, first UK performances or first Boston p'erforrnances of works 
by Virgil Thomson, Peter Maxwell Davies, Milton Babbitt, Michael Finriissy, Philip 
Grange, Lee Hyla, and Paul Bowles, among others. He is currently on the faculty of 
Bost0n University and. the Preparatory School of the New England Conservatory, where 
he teaches composition, theory; and chamber music' and is co-director of the a.nnual 
contemporary music festival. He is also a music tutor at Pforzheimer House, Harvard 
University, and is ·on the faculty of Greenwood Music Camp·. ,
