PROGRAM NOTES 

Wolfgang Amade Mozart 
Concerto in C Major for Flute and Harp, K. 299 

In the spring of 1778 Mozart undertook his second journey to Paris hoping to 
profit socially, musically, and most importantly, financially, from the Parisian 
promise of cultural plenitude. Much to his dismay, the Parisian socialites "[paid] 
plenty of compliments, it is true, but there it ends," according to a letter Moza1t 
wrote to his father. Mozart' s concertizing provided negligible fmancial gain at a 
time when maintaining the lifestyle expected of a star musician in cosmopolitan 
Paris was proving quite expensive. Mozart turned to teaching as a source of 
income, and from this rather unhappy circumstance we can be grateful for the turn 
that prompted him to compose the Concerto for Flute and Harp. 

Mozart wrote to his father, "I think I told you in my last letter that the Comte 
de Guines, whose daughter is my pupil in composition plays the flute extremely 
well , and that she plays the harp magnifique." Mozart often tailored his writing to 
the specific abilities of his singers and instrumentalists and therefore took 
advantage of the fact that de Guines had a tailpiece on his instrument that enabled 
him to play the pitches ofD-flat and C. Remarking on Mademoiselle de Gui 
Mozart said, "She has a great deal of talent and even genius, and in particulai __ 
marvelous memory, so that she can play all her pieces, actually about two hundred, 
by heart." Mozart composed the Concerto for Flute and Harp in April for the 
father-daughter duo on the promise of a healthy fee, but de Guines neglected his 
end of the bargain and raised Mozart's ire by withholding payment for nearly four 
months. 

More easily categorized as a symphonie concertante for two instruments than a 
well-defmed double concerto, Mozart's work contrasts the limpid gentleness of the 
harp and flute with vibrant orchestral effects, especially those produced by the 
oboe and horns. In the Andantino, the strings alone accompany the soloists, with 
the violas offering voluptuous figurations . The flute and harp serenade each other 
like lovers in this achingly serene movement, often echoing a phrase between them, 
or sensuously extending the other's theme into new melodic te1Titory

Tetyana Ryabchikova graduated from Odessa State Conservatory (Ukraine) in 
piano (1984) and in composition (1991.) She is currently finishing her Doctorate 
of Musical Arts degree in composition at Boston University where she has studied 
with Martin Amlin, Charles Fussell, and Marjorie Merryman. Her works include 
music for voice, piano, ensembles, and orchestra, and her music has been 
performed in the Ukraine, Russia, Estonia, and the USA. 

Ballade for symphonic orchestra was written in 2000. It is based on.the idea ~f 
the genre, namely a narrative reflection of emotionally intense even~s ~akmg pl.ace m 
the past. A one-movement work, it is episodic in form with a few d1stmct mot1~es 
that undergo extensive character transformation throughout the piece. Bal(ade 1s 
full of contrasting images, rich (often polychordal) harmonies, an~ dramatic. 
climaxes. Its structure is united not only by recurrences of recogmzable mam 
motives, but also by the tonal center A-flat, colored with a somber shadow of a 
minor mode. In the end of the work, after the mood lightens, juxtaposed A-f 11 
major and A-flat minor triads (the very fmal chord) appear, symbolizing the ~ 
unsolved conflict left forever in the past.

Modest Mussorgsky 
Pictures at an Exhibition 

In describing his art, Mussorgsky once said, "Life, wherever it is 
shown; truth, however bitter; speaking out boldly, frankly, point-blank to men­
that is my aim ... .I am a realist in the higher sense-that is, my business is to 
portray the soul of man in all its profundity." In Pictures at an Exhibition 
Mussorgsky transforms visual representations of fleeting moments of life into 
musical representations. After attending a memorial exhibition at the Academy 
of Arts in St Petersburg of some four hundred drawings and watercolors by his 
friend , Victor Hartmann, Mussorgsky resolved to writing a suite of piano pieces 
based on selections from the exhibit. He worked with unaccustomed speed, 
completing the suite by June 22, 1874, twenty days after beginning the project. 
He wrote in a letter to his friend Stasov, "Hartmann is bubbling over, just as 
Boris did. Ideas, melodies come to me of their own accord .. . . I can hardly 
manage to put it down on paper fast enough." The suite was not published until 
1886, five years after the composer's death, and Maurice Ravel transcribed the 
work for orchestra in the early part of 1922. A "Koussevitzky Concert" in Paris 
featured Pictures in the same year, and the Boston Symphony Orchestra gave the 
I/ ·- rican premiere in 1924. 
' ussorgsky 's "Promenade" serves as the connective tissue for these sketches, suggesting the 

composer himself walking between pictures. 

'The Gnome": Stasov interprets this as a "child 's plaything, fashioned, after Hartmann 's design . . . 
something· in the style of the fabled nutcracker." 

"Old Castle" : under the tower of a medieval castle a troubadour sings a doleful song. 

'Tuileries": the picture shows an alley in the Tuileries Gardens where child's play has turned into 
"dispute." 

"Bydlo-Polish Oxcart" : in Polish bydlo means "cattle." Here the oxcart lumbers on giant wheels 
as the driver sings a "folksong in the Aeolian mode." 

"Ballet of Chicks in Their Shells": "In 1870 Hartmann designed the costumes for the staging of the 
ballet Trilby. In the cast were a number of boy and girl pupils of the theater school, arranged as 
canaries. Others were dressed up as eggs." (Stasov) 

"Samuel Goldenberg and Schmuyle": in December of 1865 Hartmann gave Mussorgsk-y two 
sketches - of a rich and a poor Jew. "Mussorgsky was most delighted with the expressiveness of 
these pictures." (Stasov) 

"Limoges : The Market Place" illustrates another dispute, thi s time among market women. 
Mussorgsky wrote the following humorous note in the margin of his score, "Great news! Monsieur 
has just recovered his cow, TI1e Fugitive. But the good gossips of Limoges are not totally agreed 
about this .. . " 

"The Catacombs" portrays Hartmann studying the Paris catacombs by lantern 1 ight. 

"The Hut on Fowl's Legs (Baba Yaga)": a clock appears in the fantastic guise of the witch Baba 
Yaga's hut, standing on chicken legs. 

"The Great Gate at Kiev" brings to musical life Hartmann 's drawing ofa proposed Russian-style 
Arc de Triomphe.

Jiri Pauer 
Bassoon Concerto ( 1949) 

Jiff Pauer, a prominent Czech composer, has contributed widely to the cultural 
life of his people. His composing and conducting careers, coupled with a series of 
administrative appointments in musical organizations over the past 50 years 
(including posts with the Czechoslovakian Ministry of Education and Culture and 
with the Czech Radio), have earned him wide respect as a tireless advocate for the 
arts during an era of great social change. His countrymen have benefited from 
Pauer's leadership of several of Czechoslovakia's major musical institutions. Now 
retired, he previously served as the Artistic Director of the Opera of the National 
Theater of Prague for nearly fifteen years, and held an appointment as a Professor 
of Composition at the Prague Academy from 1965 to 1989, while concurrently 
fulfilling his duties as Director of the Czechoslovakian Philharmonic Orchestra, a 
position he resigned in 1980. 

Pauer' s journey as a composer has been full of variety. His studies at the 
prague Conservatory exposed him to a wide range of influences, including Otakar 
Sin and the well-known pioneer ofmicrotonal music, Alois Haba. He later came 
under the tutelage of Pavel Boi'kovec at the Academy of Musical Arts. At various 
times in his life, Pauer has embraced quartel theory, infused his music with sociaF -• 
realism, and immersed himself in a heightened Romanticism. From the 1960's 
onward, Pauer's compositions reflect a thoughtful fusion of his earlier experiments: 
Pauer has written prolifically across genre types and his output includes many stage 
works, several operas, (short and long) numerous orchestral pieces, and a great 
amount of chamber music. His Bassoon Concerto, written in 1949, has earned a 
permanent place in the repertory because of its light-filled lyricism and skillful 
construction. 

Joseph Canteloube 
Chants d 'Auvergne 

Born in the Auvergne region of France, Canteloube spent his earliest years in 
the countryside of Annoney where he formed a passionate attachment to rural 
France and its music. His mother, an accomplished pianist, arranged for him to 
study with Amelie Doetzer, a Polish refugee and friend of Chopin who utilized 
exercises in Chopin ' s own hand as the basis of her pedagogy. Canteloube's 
immersion in the music of Chopin together with his love of folk music would serve 
him well as he continued his studies in Paris. Canteloube received his instruction 
in harmony, counterpoint, and orchestration at the Schola Cantorum under the 
watchful and conservative eyes (and ears) of Vincent d'Indy. 

Believing that contemporary music had lost touch with the beauty of folk 
music, Canteloube proceeded after World War I to collect folk tunes from :v~rious 
regions of France which he harmonized or developed into original compos1t1ons. 
Canteloube's intertwining of arrangement and composition is stunningly illustrated 
in his celebrated Chants d'Auvergne. His thorough command of sonority and 
structure, rich orchestrations, and lush harmonies belie the simplicity of the folk 
melodies they accompany. In these songs, Canteloube limits his use of brass to a 
sprinkling of horn and trumpet while prominently featuring the wind instruments 
frequently associated with a rural setting. The texts of the songs depict country 
life: love in particular, which, through Canteloube' s musical treatment, resonates 
with a longing for the tranquility and clarity of an idealized "folk." C~nteloube 
published the Chants d'Auvergne in five volumes, selections from which are 
featured in tonight's concert. 



MEET THE ARTISTS 

Hyejung Nam began her flute studies at the age of eight in South Korea. She 
has won numerous competitions including the Dong-a Daily News Competition. 
Ms. Nam has appeared with the Inchon Philharmonic Orchestra and the Seoul 
National Orchestra as a guest soloist. She has also performed recitals and chamber 
music in the United States, Finland, France, Japan, and Korea. 

Ms. Nam received both the Bachelor of Music and the Master of Music 
degrees from Seoul National University as a full scholarship recipient, and after 
graduation, she held the position of assistant principal at the Suwon Philharmonic 
Orchestra. In 2000, conductor Myung-hoon Chung invited her for the millennium 
concert event in Seoul as an assistant principal flute to the Asian Philharmonic 
Orchestra. 

Ms. Nam came to Boston in 1999 as a Doctoral candidate and is currently 
pursuing the Artist Diploma program on full scholarship at Boston University. 
She is currently serving as principal flutist with the Hingham Symphony Orchestra. 

Her upcoming engagements include solo appearances with the 200 I Boston 
ps concert series on May l 91

h and May 23'd at Symphony Hall. Ms. Nam's 
Jor teachers include Marya Martin and Jacques Zoon. 

Yu-Hsin Huang was born in Tainan, Taiwan and began her studies on 
piano at the age of five. She began studying the harp at the age of eight with 
harpist Ching-Chuan Hsieh. For the past few years she has won recognition in 
the New England area. According to the Boston Globe, "the deft and sensitive 
playing of harpist Yu-Hsin Huang was worth your keenest attention." 

Ms. Huang is the winner of several competitions and awards, including the 
Boston Classical Orchestra Concerto Competition, the Elizabeth Herbert Hobin 
Harp Competition, and the American String Teachers Association with NSOA 
National Solo Competition. 

An active harpist in the Boston area, Ms. Huang has performed with the 
Boston University Chamber and Symphony Orchestras, the Singapore 
Symphony Orchestra, and as a soloist with the Boston Classical Orchestra. She 
has also been invited to several music festivals , including the Tanglewood 
Music Center, Warebrook Contemporary Music Festival, and the Fukui Harp 
Festival in Japan. 

A student of Lucille Lawrence, Ms. Huang received the Bachelor of Music 
degree from Boston University where she is currently pursuing her Master of 
Music degree. · 

Born in Bucharest, Romania, Adrian Jojatu studied bassoon with Mr. Emil 
Badea at the George Enescu School of Music. Since I 985, he has participated in 
Summer Music Festivals in Rome, Pescara, and Lanciano, Italy. In I 989, Mr. 
Jojatu was invited to perform in the summer residence of Pope John Paul II in 
Rome. He is a prizewinner in several Romanian competitions and the I 995 winner 
of the Concerto-Aria Competition at Boston University with the wind quartet 
Mozarteum. 

Mr. Jojatu has studied with Matthew Ruggiero, former bassoonist of the 
Boston Symphony Orchestra; Ovidio Danzi, principle bassoonist for La Scala in 

ilan; and Martin Gatt, principle bassoonist of the London Symphony Orchestra. 
1990, Mr. Jojatu was appointed assistant principal bassoonist of the Radio 

hamber Orchestra conducted by Ludovic Bacs. He is currently a doctoral 
candidate at the Boston University School for the Arts. 



Mr. Jojatu teaches bassoon and chamber music at The Rivers School of Music 
in Weston, Massachusetts, where he also performed as a soloist with the Rivers 
Orchestra. In 2000, he was accepted as a collaborator in the New World 
Symphony in Miami, Florida. In August 2000, he was invited to the Tuscany 
Chamber Music festival in Italy where he performed as a soloist. In October 2000 
he was invited to one of the prestigious master classes for bassoon in Neuss ' 
Germany, offered by Gustavo Nunez, principal of the Royal Concertgebou~ 
Orchestra; Matthew Wilkie, principal of the Sydney Symphony; and renowned 
soloist Dag Jensen. 

In May of 1995, he made his debut with the Boston Pops Orchestra under 
conductor Keith Lockhart. He has performed under such renowned conductors as 
Robert Shaw, Leonard Slatkin, Harris Ellis Dickson, Donato Renzetti Karl Martin 
Lukas Foss, Craig Smith, Andre Smith, Ronald Feldman, Gil Rose, a~d Jonathon ' 
McPhee. 

A native of Texas, soprano Vanessa Conlin attended the North Carolina 
School for the Arts, the Interlochen Arts Camp, the Pre-College Drama Program at 
Carnegie Mellon University, and the National High School Institute at 
Northwestern University. She enrolled at the University of the Arts in PhiladeJ- 1

·'"' 

as a Presidential Merit Scholar while commuting to New York City for voice I) 
lessons under a study grant from the Musicians Club ofNew York. Ms. Conlin 
earned a Bachelor of Music degree at Manhattan School of Music and will 
graduate this Spring from Boston University with a Master of Music degree in 
voice. 

While at Boston University, Ms. Conlin has appeared as Annio in La clemenza 
di Tito and as Cherubino in Le nozze di Figaro. Last month she sang the title role 
in Beatrice and Benedict, and next month in New York she sings the role of Zerlina 
in Don Giovanni. 

Ms. Conlin has appeared in productions of the Boston University Fringe 
Festival, Bardovan Opera House, Metro Lyric Opera of New Jersey, Bear Valley 
Music Festival, West Virginia Opera, and the Charleston Light Opera Guild. She 
has been vocal soloist with the Bard College Chamber Orchestra, West Virginia 
Symphony Orchestra, Boston University Symphony Orchestra, and at the 
Snowshoe Music Festival. As a recitalist, she has performed works by composers 
of all periods and styles including several contemporary song cycles. 

MEET THE CONDUCTORS 

Born in Greece in 1973, Michalis Economou studied musicology at Athens 
University, as well as violin, theory, and composition at the National Conservatory 
of Athens. He also studied orchestral conducting with David Hoose at Boston 
University, earning his Master of Music degree in 1999. Currently_ he i~ . 
completing a Doctor of Musical Arts in Composition at Boston Umv~rs1ty studying 
with Theodore Antoniou and Lukas Foss. He is the winner of six national and 
international composition competitions including the 1998 ALEA III _International 
Composition Competition and the 1999 Dimitri Mitropoulos International 
Composition Competition. 

Since January 2000 Mr.Economou has been the principal conductor of the . 
Athens Symphony Orchestra and the principal guest conductor of the Greek Ran•o 
and Television Contemporary Orchestra. ' 



Akiko Fujimoto is currently completing her Master of Music degree at Boston 
University School for the Arts, where she studies orchestral conducting with David 
Hoose. A native of Japan, Ms. Fujimoto immigrated to the United States at the age of 
14. She subsequently received her Bachelor of Arts in Music and Psychology at 
Stanford University and Master of Music in Choral Conducting at the Eastman School 
of Music. Since graduating, she has returned to Stanford University twice to conduct 
the Stanford Summer Orchestra and Summer Chorus. In 1999, Ms. Fujimoto was 
selected as one of the participant-conductors to study with Helmuth Rilling at the 
Oregon Bach Festival. 

Apart from her studies at Boston University, Ms. Fujimoto has served as Assistant 
Conductor of the Harvard-Radcliffe Collegium Musicum since the fall of 1999 and 
Assistant Conductor of the Hingham Symphony Orchestra since the fall of2000. 

David Hoose is Director of Orchestral Activities and Conductor of the Boston 
University Symphony Orchestra. Mr. Hoose is also music director of three 
distinguished organizations: the Cantata Singers & Ensemble and Collage New 
Music (both of Boston), and the Tallahassee Symphony Orchestra. He has 
appeared as guest conductor of the Boston Symphony Chamber Players, Handel & 
H· ~ Society, the June Opera Festival of New Jersey, Korean Broadcasting 
~ Jr!. Symphony Orchestra (KBS), Orchestra Regionale Toscana (Italy), Saint 
Loms Symphony Orchestra, Singapore Symphony Orchestra and the Utah 
Symphony Orchestra. Mr. Hoose has conducted the American-Soviet Festival 
Orchestra (all of Boston), Back Bay Chorale, Chorus Pro Musica, Emmanuel 
Chamber Orchestra and Pro Arte Chamber Orchestra as well as the Ann Arbor 
Symphony, Cayuga Chamber Orchestra, the New Hampshire, Warebrook, Quad 
City Symphony, and Tanglewood Music Festivals. He has also been a guest 
conductor at the Eastman School of Music, the Shepherd School of Music at Rice 
University, the University of Southern California School of Music, and the New 
England Conservatory. 

Mr. Hoose has been a recipient of the ASCAP Chorus America Award for
