The first, dated May 6, took place when I called on the Governor
General to arrange an appointment for the American Ambassador to
Tanzania, Claude G. Ross. The second took place during Ambassa-
dor Ross! call on May 10. On each occasion, the Governor Gen-
eral spoke forcefully and optimistically about prospects for
Mozambique in the fields of economic development, education,
transport and social progress, stressing progress being made
towards greater autonomy. for the province. In both talks, he
displayed infectious enthusiasm and impressive familiarity with
both detail and the broad picture, proving himself an eloquent

spokesman for his country!s policies.

New Plan of Action: On May 6, I called on Governor General Pimentel dos Santos
to arrange an appointment for Ambassador Claude Ross during the latter!s

intended visit to Lourenco Marques, May 13 to 17. The Governor General asked

me how the conference in Addis Ababa had gone. I gave him a brief, general
account, stating the main purpose of the conference had been to bring together
Ambassadors and Consuls General in East and Southern Africa for the purpose of
exchanging views with Assistant Secretary Newsom on common problems, and on
latest developments in Washington. -From what we heard, it seems clear that there
is increasing focus on Southern Africa among liberal elements in the United
States, who are scrutinizing our policies in the area. The U.S. government

is anxious that recent U.S. actions®should not be misinterpreted to infer any
lessening of our support for self-determination in Southern Africa. I reminded
him that much of the information on Mozambique available to Americans is

weighted against Portugal , and suggested that concrete examples of progress

in economic/social development in Mozambique would help balance off the consider-
able criticism leveled ~. ‘e USG over its present policies towards the area.

Radiating confidence and optimism, the Governor General responded by launching
into an enthusiastic account of the four year action program he had just put
before the Legislative Council. He-sald that his government already has over
800,000 contos (US$28 million} for road building alone and hopes to have another
200,000 contos (US$7 million) later in the year to add to this. What seemed
uppermost in the GovGen'!s mind was a new scheme for developing the District of
Mozambique. The scheme .calls for development along three axes: one going east
and west roughly along the railroad from Mozambique Island to Vila Cabral,
another eXtending north and south roughly from Moma through Nampula to
Montepuez, and the third extending north from Mozambique Island through Porto
Amelia. The GovGen gave me a glimpse of the detailed plan which involves
considerable expenditure for development in agriculture, education, forestry,
health, and tourism. The benefits of this scheme are supposed to radiate in
