Carla Van Bennekom, who also i s a research a s s i s t a n t at SPH, was the 
student speaker. She r e l a t e d experiences from work i n a refugee camp i n 
Thailand, which she said " r e i n f o r c e d a long-held b e l i e f t h a t we have an 
o b l i g a t i o n t o share our resources w i t h the less-developed world....but w i t h 
some ca u t i o n . Services such as s a n i t a t i o n , primary h e a l t h care, and maternal 
and c h i l d - h e a l t h programs can b r i n g tremendous improvements i n h e a l t h t o large 
numbers o f people a t r e l a t i v e l y low cost. Public h e a l t h p r o f e s s ionals can 
make major c o n t r i b u t i o n s t o the h e a l t h of the world by advocating such 
programs, and planning and implementing them," she sa i d . 

EDDIE MCCARTHY D I E S AT AGE 72; 
WAS FRIEND TO MANY AT BUSM 

Students and f a c u l t y at Boston U n i v e r s i t y 
School of Medicine l o s t a sp e c i a l f r i e n d May 
15 when long-time s t a f f member Edward 

"Eddie" G. McCarthy, 72, of Jamaica P l a i n , Mass., died i n U n i v e r s i t y H o s p i t a l 
f o l l o w i n g a long i l l n e s s . 

McCarthy had been an employee of BUSM f o r 28 years. He twice was honored 
by students f o r h i s " d e d i c a t i o n , devotion and unselfishness" by being made an 
honorary member of the Classes of 1972 and 1981. At the May 18 commencement 
exercises, graduating student Kevin Schmidt announced t h a t p a r t of the Class 
of 1986 g i f t was the c r e a t i o n of the Eddie McCarthy Award i n honor of t h i s 
"unsung hero" o f the School. The Award w i l l be given t o the student who 
possesses the same q u a l i t i e s as McCarthy, "a person who i s fun, involved i n 
Class a c t i v i t i e s and who makes us f e e l most l i k e a Class," said Schmidt. 

McCarthy was born i n Manchester, N.H., i n 1913 and came to BUSM i n 1958 as 
a custodian, and l a t e r worked i n the School's anatomy l a b o r a t o r y . His major 
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r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s over the y e a r s were to coordinate s p e c i a l events i n v o l v i n g 
the s t u d e n t s , to c a r r y out s p e c i a l t a s k s f o r the a d m i n i s t r a t i o n and, mostly, 
to be a f r i e n d to any student who needed one. I n a d d i t i o n to c o u s i n s i n West 
Roxbury, Mass., and Manchester, N.H., McCarthy l e a v e s the s e v e r a l hundred 
p h y s i c i a n s a c r o s s the country who graduated under h i s tenure. F u n e r a l 
s e r v i c e s were h e l d May 19 a t the Immaculate Conception Church on H a r r i s o n 
Avenue i n Boston, and b u r i a l was a t Mount Benedict Cemetary i n West Roxbury.

EMERGENCY LOAN FUND FOR STUDENTS has established an Emergency Loan Fund 

at the School of Medicine, which now becomes 
the t h i r d i n s t i t u t i o n of higher l e a r n i n g t o receive such a grant from the 
Foundation. The $5,000 awarded t o the School w i l l be used p r i m a r i l y t o help 
black students who are unable t o secure funding from a l t e r n a t e sources. 

The Batson Foundation was established i n 1969 w i t h funds from an award 
given to Ruth Batson, an associate professor of ps y c h i a t r y at BUSM, by black 
parents from the C i t y of Boston. The o r i g i n a l award was given i n r e c o g n i t i o n 
of her concern about the education of black medical students and her advocacy 
work w i t h black p a t i e n t s i n the Boston neighborhoods of Roxbury, Mattapan, 
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Dorchester and the South End, and was l a t e r enlarged by donations from f a m i l y 
and f r i e n d s t o form the Foundation. The Emergency Loan Fund provides another 
pathway f o r economically disadvantaged students to finance medical school 
education and adds another dimension t o BUSM's n a t i o n a l l y recognized 
leadership i n t h i s area. 

STEPTO IS FINAL CULPEPER Robert Stepto, M.D., Ph.D., a professor o f 
VISITING PROFESSOR o b s t e t r i c s and gynecology a t the U n i v e r s i t y 

of Chicago P r i t z k e r School of Medicine, 
r e c e n t l y v i s i t e d BUSM as the f i f t h and f i n a l Charles E. Culpeper V i s i t i n g 
Professor. As a guest o f the Department of O b s t e t r i c s and Gynecology from May 
20 through 22, Stepto conducted grand rounds and spoke a t conferences on 
" P r a c t i c a l Aspects of the Management of Urinary Incontinence," "Gynecology as 
We See i t Today and i n the Future: I m p l i c a t i o n s f o r T r a i n i n g and P r a c t i c e , " 
and "Lasers i n Gynecology." 

Stepto received h i s medical degree from Howard U n i v e r s i t y College of 
Medicine i n 1944 and h i s d o c t o r a l degree from Chicago U n i v e r s i t y i n 1948. He 
also i s c h i e f of gynecology and gynecologic surgery a t the Chicago L y i n g - i n 
H o s p i t a l . His c u r r e n t f i e l d s of i n t e r e s t are o b s t e t r i c a l and gynecological 
endocrinology and pathology, teaching and research on basic endocrine problems 
and t h e i r a p p l i c a t i o n s t o tumor genesis, cytology research i n cancer, p e l v i c 
oncology, laser surgery and gynecologic urology. 

Stepto's v i s i t was coordinated by Kenneth E d e l i n , M.D., chairman of the 
Department of O b s t e t r i c s and Gynecology. The School of Medicine was chosen i n 
1981 t o be one of a small number of medical schools i n the n a t i o n t o receive 
the f i v e - y e a r v i s i t i n g p rofessorship award from the Charles E. Culpeper 
Foundation.

T. Berry Brazelton, M.D., professor of

Development at The Children's H o s p i t a l i n Boston. Brazelton, who i s the 
widely acclaimed author o f a number of popular books on c h i l d development and 
parenting issues, addressed students, r e s i d e n t s and guests on "Early 
I n t e r v e n t i o n : Does i t Pay?" i n a t a l k given i n the H a r r i e t McCormack 
Auditorium at BCH. Brazelton's t a l k was coordinated by Joel A l p e r t , M.D., 
chairman o f the Department of P e d i a t r i c s . The l e c t u r e s e r i e s honors the l a t e 
E l i Friedman, M.D., a former BUSM associate professor of p e d i a t r i c s and 
p e d i a t r i c i a n - i n - c h i e f a t Beth I s r a e l H o s p i t a l and Boston C i t y H o s p i t a l , and 
hi s w i f e , E d i t h Friedman, who died l a s t October. Two of the Friedman's 
daughters, Rosalyn Shalek and Toby A l p e r t , were present a t the event. 

The t h r u s t of Brazelton's p r e s e n t a t i o n lay i n i d e n t i f y i n g o p p o r t u n i t i e s 
f o r i n t e r v e n t i o n and improving outcomes i n h i g h - r i s k i n f a n t s , such as 
malnourished newborns or c h i l d r e n of low-income mothers under 15 or over 35 
years o l d . He emphasized the importance of changing the a t t i t u d e s of 
" h i g h - r i s k " parents who are o f t e n m i s t r u s t f u l or unaware of services a v a i l a b l e 
through the medical system, and working t o b r i n g them i n t o c l o s e r contact w i t h 
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h e a l t h - c a r e s e r v i c e s b e f o r e t h e i r c h i l d r e n a re b o r n . " I f pa ren t s can be 
prepared on what t o expect f o l l o w i n g t he b i r t h o f a c h i l d and what they can do 
t o maximize a h i g h - r i s k c h i l d ' s p o t e n t i a l , t h i s g r e a t l y i nc reases t he c h i l d ' s 
chances o f normal development," s a i d B r a z e l t o n .

To d a t e , f a c u l t y 
have c o n t r i b u t e d n e a r l y $6,000 t o t he l i b r a r y . The funds w i l l be used f o r 
such purposes as pu rchas ing books and expanding t he p e r i o d i c a l s e l e c t i o n . A 
plaque i n the l i b r a r y commemorates t h i s e f f o r t . 

JAKO DELIVERS ADDRESS Geza J . Jako, M.D., a r e s e a r c h p r o f e s s o r o f 
AT LASER CONFERENCE o t o l a r y n g o l o g y , d e l i v e r e d the keynote 

address a t the American S o c i e t y f o r Laser 
Med ic ine and Surgery 's s i x t h annual mee t ing , h e l d May 26 i n Boston. A long 
w i t h c o l l e a g u e M. S t u a r t S t r ong , M.D., former chairman o f t he Department o f 
O t o l a r y n g o l o g y , Jako developed t he f i r s t l a s e r bronchoscope and per formed the 
f i r s t l a s e r su rge ry o f t he l a r y n x , a t U n i v e r s i t y H o s p i t a l . 

Jako, who i s p r e s i d e n t o f t he 900-member S o c i e t y , has been a l o n g - t i m e 
advocate f o r u s i n g l a s e r t e c h n o l o g i e s i n t h e b a t t l e a g a i n s t cancer . Jako s a i d 
such techn iques were becoming even more i m p o r t a n t i n l i g h t o f a r e c e n t r e p o r t 
i n the New England J o u r n a l o f Med ic ine t h a t "our n a t i o n i s l o s i n g i t s war 
a g a i n s t cancer . " "Cancer t r e a t m e n t u s i n g l a s e r su rge ry has proven t o p r o v i d e 
a l e s s p a i n f u l , l e s s r a d i c a l a l t e r n a t i v e t o c o n v e n t i o n a l s u r g e r y , " s a i d Jako. 

The th ree-day conference a t t r a c t e d most o f the S o c i e t y ' s wor ldw ide 
members. Among the t o p i c s d i scussed were l a s e r t r e a t m e n t o f m a l i g n a n t tumors 
and c a r d i o v a s c u l a r d i seases , and the l a t e s t advances i n ophthamology, 
gynecology, dermato logy and neu ro l ogy .
